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Wayside Watch  – Chuck Burke   
On Monday, July 20th, the OHNA’s attorney appeared before 
the Board of Zoning Authority (BOZA) to appeal the Planning 
Commission's staff interpretation that Wayside Christian could 
"possibly" be allowed in Office-Residential 3 (OR3) zoned areas 
(i.e. the old Mercy facility). OR3 zones allow a number of 
residential and office uses. BOZA identified a number of 
differences between allowed OR3 residential uses and 
Wayside's intended use, primarily based around scale, housing 
amenities, etc. Obviously, the most important one to us is size 
and density. We've never been opposed to Wayside's work, only 
the size of such a facility in the context of a residential 
neighborhood. 300+ new transient residents is simply far too 
large to fit into any residential neighborhood without creating a 
lot of negative consequences.  
For now, Wayside, nor any other extremely large shelter, will be 
allowed into the Mercy Campus. BOZA is making a 
recommendation to the Planning Commission and Metro 
Council to form a committee to create new, appropriate zoning 
rules and regulations for shelters. It's our goal now to play a part 
in this new committee and to assist in drafting the new rules and 
regulations.  
Had we had appropriate regulations on the books previously this 
entire situation would have been avoided. Proper licensing and 
regulations will not only provide assurances to existing families 
and neighborhoods but will also provide transparency for shelter 
operators and assurances for our homeless residents that there 
is a watchful eye over the entire process.

According to the on-line crime mapping tool, Louisville MetroWatch, there were 69 incidents reported in the 
Original Highlands Neighborhood from May 15, 2009 to July 14, 2009.  There were 50 cases of theft and 11 
cases of vandalism.  There were 5 cases of auto theft, 2 cases of burglary, and 1 case of robbery.  There were 
no cases of assault or homicide reported. 
 

During this period, Thursday was the day with the most crime with 14 incidents followed by Friday and Saturday 
reporting 12 and 11 respectively.  The streets with the most crime reports were Baxter Avenue with 24 cases, 
Bardstown Road and E Broadway with 11 each, and Barret Avenue had 9.

Everybody knows that we need electrolytes, but most people don’t really know what electrolytes are.  In fact, 
most people don’t really know what they are for or what they do.  Electrolytes are free ions in a liquid solution.  
In reference to staying hydrated, the critical electrolytes are Sodium, Chloride, Calcium, Magnesium, and 
Potassium. 
�
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High blood pressure, hypertension, and water retention are all related to too much sodium.  Water alone will not 
hydrate the body.  Drinking lots of water can flush out sodium, but it also flushes out other electrolytes.  Since 
these electrolytes are necessary to remove the sodium, they must be replaced.  The proper balance of 
electrolytes is critical to keep the body hydrated, and there are 2 categories of products that will help you to do 
this. 
 

They contain calcium, magnesium, potassium, 
sodium, and chlorine.  Since you are expected to be sweating out salt during exercise, salt must be replaced, 
but if you’re not exercising, it could be too much.  Sports drinks also contain sugar which decreases magnesium 
absorption.  If you’re not exercising, the sugar is not necessary and can decrease the effectiveness of the other 
electrolytes. 
 

Electrolyte enhanced water is also available to help keep your electrolytes in balance.  They contain calcium, 
magnesium, and potassium.  For most Americans, these are the electrolytes that need to be constantly  
replenished since 
sodium and chlorine 
are present in 
excess. Find your 
favorite enhanced 
water, and add it to 
your health regimen 
whenever you feel 
like you might be out 
of balance.
